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REQUIREMENTS 

The Building Safety Act 2022 (BSA) requires the Principal Accountable Person 

(PAP) to prepare a safety case and report for all buildings 18m or over and/or 

seven storeys with at least two residential dwellings.  It must contain: 

(a) An assessment of the building safety risks 

(b) A brief description of any steps taken to mitigate the building safety 

risks identified.  

The BSA defines a building safety risk as the spread of fire or structural failure.  

The spread of fire includes all forms of spread, including forms of combustion 

such as smoke, fumes, and heat.  

The building safety case is a series of documents that evidences that the building 

is safe for occupancy. It will need to be revised if there is a change to the 

assessment of the building safety risks, or new measures for mitigation are 

introduced to control them.  

Documents that are expected to be contained within the safety case include, but 

not limited to, the fire risk assessment, maintenance of fire systems, structural 

surveys, and disaster recovery plans.  

 

Building Safety Case Report 

The building safety case report is a narrative document that provides a 

description of the measures a building has implemented to make it safe to 

occupy.  

It will need to determine why a building is safe to occupy and evidenced by the 

building safety case.  It will need to detail the reasons why there is no realistic 

likelihood of fire spread, such as the limited combustible materials contained 

within the external wall. The safety case will be the evidence supporting the 

safety case report.  

The PAP will have 28 days to provide the safety case and safety case report to 

the Building Safety Regulator upon their request. 

 

BUILDINGS IN SCOPE 

The requirement for a building safety case and building safety case report is for 

all buildings with two residential dwellings are 18m or above, or that have seven 

storeys or more, whichever threshold is met first.
